ASU School of Music:  Seniors who are considering attending ASU and plan to attend the school of music can set an appointment to audition for February and March 2004.  Stop by the counseling office to pick up an application for music entrance, scholarship and audition.

Holocaust Remembrance Project: This is a national essay contest for high school students and is designed to encourage and promote the study of the Holocaust.  Students compete for all-expense-paid trips to Washington D.C., and scholarships up to $5,000.  Students are expected to write an essay of no more than 1,200 words about the Holocaust. Hugh O’Brian Youth Leadership Program: Sophomore students interested in this leadership development program must be nominated by a teacher.  This year’s seminar will be held June3-6, 2004 in Tempe, AZ on the campus of ASU.  For more information visit www.hoby.org or contact the counseling office.

Presidential Classroom:  Juniors and seniors interested in applying to attend a one-week program to expand their leadership capabilities and prepare as responsible citizens can visit www.presidentialclassroom.org for more information.  Students who apply must have a minimum of a 3.0 grade point average.  There are scholarship opportunities available as well.

Volunteer Center of Southern Arizona: Students interested in gaining volunteer experience can visit www.volunteersoaz.org to look at the various opportunities available.  In addition, they are looking for highly motivated, emerging leaders at our high school to represent the diversity within Tucson.  The youth leadership institute requires students to contribute to and participate in the class service project, and Youth Boardsmanship Insititute.  Students will be required to volunteer at least five hours per month with a non-profit organization.

Med-Start: (UofA) Tour and work in medical facilities (UMC, etc.) to learn about health-related careers.  Students will live in a college dorm and earn college elective credit for a five-six week program.  Cost includes application fee, class registration, residence hall, books and meals (financial aid available). Deadline is February 20, 2004.

Astronomy Camp (UofA): Summer program designed to encourage students with an interest in math, science, optics, or astronomy to see what these fields can offer.  Students will travel to Mt. Lemmon Observatory and stay for seven nights observing the skies.  Other fun and interesting activities are provided during daylight hours.  Tuition fees include lodging, meals, transportation and all materials.  Financial aid is available.  More info in the counseling office.  Deadline is ASAP.

Summer of Excellence (UofA): Sophomores or Juniors can apply to a summer program at the UofA to earn college credit by taking courses such as English, French, German, Music, Dance and Art.  Students will live on campus and obtain a first hand experience of what college is like.  Scholarships are available.  Deadline is April 15, 2004.

Center for Mathematics Science and Technology (CMST): two-week residential, summer program.  Experimentation and in-depth exploration of mathematics and science is done through taking several different courses.  This program is held at University of California-San Diego campus.  More information in the counseling office.  

Americorps (for Seniors): Up for a challenge?  Americorps allows students to serve the community in several different ways by such activities such as tutoring kids, building homes, restoring coastlines, and helping families whom have been traumatized or recruiting volunteers.  This program allows you to explore the United States and obtain education awards that can pay for college.  More information in the counseling office.

Math-Science Honors Program – ASU Study university math and science while gaining University experience before you graduate.  ASU and the program PAY ALL EXPENSES.  The program is for mature sophomore, junior and senior students.  Seniors must be enrolled for fall semester at ASU.  This summer program is a six-week course.  Criteria includes a GPA of 3.0 and B or better in math and science courses.  More information in the counseling office.  Deadline is February 27, 2004.

New Start Summer Program – UofA Would you like to experience college life before you start in the fall.  Attend a six-week program in which students would take a college course and attend workshops to help you succeed throughout college.  Program starts June 14 and runs through July 23.  Fees are very minimal and may be covered by scholarship or through grants with FAFSA.  Eligibility requires students to be ethnic minority OR qualify for need-based financial aid (FAFSA).  Deadline is May 15 but it’s first come first serve.  See more info in the counseling office.

ACE – Pima Community college & UofA.  If you are interested in PCC and you are a sophomore this year, this program is for you.  As a sophomore a student would start working on their academic success for college.  Junior and senior year includes taking Pima classes as well as summer programs.  After graduation a student would attend Pima for two years and then move on to the UofA.  Requirements include either a first generation college student or being economically disadvantaged.  GPA needs to be 2.0 or higher.  See counselor for more details.  To turn in application student must attend one orientation.  Orientations start February 8th and run through March 9th.
